GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE 


CCI-USA COMMUNITY


We treat one another with respect.  We consciously maintain a culture of validation, which characterizes the CCI-USA Community.  We each expect ourselves and others to honor the following guidelines:
1. Maintain aware caring attention in sessions, groups, and circles.

2. Hold the content of sessions, circles, and groups confidential.

3. Validate others, seeing their innate goodness distinct from their distress patterns.

4. Look at our patterns or our distress and our role in any breakdown of trust. 

5. Treat all members of the community with courtesy and respect including occasions when we disagree about content or procedure.

6. Hold ourselves accountable for commitments regarding time and money.

Behaviors that do not meet these guidelines include:

1. Recurring inappropriate distractions, interventions or interruptions in sessions, groups, and circles.

2. Recurring failure to maintain confidentiality.

3. Recurring behavior that devalues others, such as gossiping, blaming, accusing or scapegoating.

4. Recurring refusal to look at one’s own role in any breakdown of trust. 

5. Recurring failure to meet commitments about time and money.

6. Physical or sexual violation of another co-counselor.

Each community member accepts these guidelines and intentionally supports other 
members in maintaining them.
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
